NEW ART FORM EMERGES AFTER 4000 YEAR DEVELOPMENT
Ross Cole, local artist and art glass craftsman, has collectively captured and expanded the innovative spirit of several noted posthumous partners. He has created 3-dimensional stained glass sculptures artistically replicating the Platonic Solids, Archimedean Solids, Catalan Solids, and various derivatives using art glass as his palette and air as his canvas. 
Plato discovered five convex solids (387 B.C.) to identify the elements of composition in the universe. Euclid of Alexandria (300 B.C.) interpreted and verified Plato’s findings and named them the “Platonic Solids”. Unbeknownst to either Plato or Euclid, carved stones of the same five cosmically distinctive convex solids were unearthed later that dated 2000 B.C. Archimedes of Syracuse (250 B.C.) spun off the Platonic Solids to ascertain thirteen “Archimedean” solids that had a different exclusivity. Eugene Catalan (1865 A.D.) expanded the unique solids venue by combining the Archimedean solids with each other to establish yet a third set of thirteen Catalan solids.  Louis Comfort Tiffany (1900 A.D.) noted stained glass entrepreneur, advanced art glass manufacture and the processes to present it. Ross Cole has developed processes over the past 14 years for creating artistic representations of these historical and thought provoking structures effectively and artistically. Promoting this new art form through publishing is a goal. Ross drew collective synergy from his posthumous team and hope they look favorably at his effort to honor their accomplishments and revitalize their ideas by adding an artistic dimension of his own creation to theirs.
